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As reported by John Burns Real Estate 

Consulting, U.S. housing research and 

consultancy, interest rates remain lower 

than previously expected and the 

30-year fixed rate mortgage is projected 

to remain at 4.0 percent through 2020, 

reflecting a stable interest rate environ-

ment into the near term. The historically 

low unemployment rate also contributes 

to average economic conditions on the 

Burns Economic Performance Index™, 

designed to rank current economic 

conditions against previous economic 

cycles. The unemployment rate is 

expected to remain relatively low, 

projecting a slight slowing of job growth 

into year 2020. Home sales closings 

remain strong with the youngest home-

buyers contributing the smallest down 

payments of all homebuyers.

QQ U.S. existing home sales closings 
are running at a 5.3 million 
annual rate. John Burns Real 
Estate Consulting forecasts a 
decline in existing home sales 
closings through 2021, prior to a 
slight increase projected in 2022.

Current market conditions indicate 
that 64% of the markets are normal, 
but the share of slow/very slow 
markets remains elevated at 36%. 
Realtor confidence index indicated 
realtors are slightly less optimistic 
about housing conditions compared 
to last year. However, with the  
very low interest rates and stable 
economic conditions, the remainder 
of 2019 will realize solid existing 
home sales closings.

QQ The 3.7 percent U.S. unemployment 
rate has reached the lowest level  
in 50 years. In addition, the U6, a 
broader measure that captures 
underemployment and discouraged 
workers, has trended down and 
remains near the lowest level  
since 2001.

QQ The Burns Economic Performance 
Index signals average economic 
conditions. 

QQ Roughly 1 in 3 of all homebuyers 
with a mortgage are putting  
5 percent or less down. For 
homebuyers age 28 and younger, 
this figure jumps to 1 in 2 buyers.

We Base Our Mortgage Rate Forecast on Market Pricing for 
10-Year Treasuries and Our View of the Mortgage Premium

US Employment Growth Rates

The future spread for mortgage 
rates over 10-year Treasuries 
should be ~20-30 basis points 
higher than the historical 170  
basis point spread for 3 reasons:  
1) Mortgage servicing compliance 
costs have risen ~25bps per  
year, 2) GSE mortgage fees  
have increased ~25bps per year,  
3) Mortgage investing risk has 
increased as some liability shifts  
to mortgage owners, but has  
also decreased due to better 
documentation and an explicit 
government guarantee, so assume 
a negligible net effect. We are 
calling for slowing economic 
growth going forward, which 
should gradually drive premiums 
higher. The spread can vary widely 
over time for other reasons.

We forecast slowing job 
growth through 2020,  
a decline in 2021, and a 
recovery beginning 2022.
